Aladdin 2026 Auditions
What a fabulous audition! Well done EVERYONE who attended.  Please note: if you are not called back, it DOES NOT MEAN that you are out of the show. EVERYONE who wants to perform in the show WILL be given a role.
We are prioritising:
· Previous attendance/commitment
· Any previous roles (to try and give more people a chance) 
· The interaction/chemistry between groups of people
· Acting/singing skills
We want to give opportunities to as many people as possible. Aladdin has multiple significant roles, rather than just a lead male and female. THERE ARE NO SMALL PARTS. We will announce the leads during the callbacks on Thursday. All other characters will be annoucned next week, during Wednesday’s read-through/session. 
For all performing roles, please ensure you have put your name down on the relevant list (if you’re unsure, ask one of the volunteers!)

Dancers, Ensemble. Technical Team and Creative Team
Dancers: dancers will be tasked with more challenging choreography than the rest of the cast and will often include dance solos/tricks/featured moves alongside the Ensemble. Therefore, if you have not been named for callbacks you may already have been cast as a dancer. Dancers will be announced in next week’s read-through.
Ensemble: you will be the townspeople of Agrabah, the backing singers for most of the Genie’s songs, the market traders, the entourage during the opening scene (Arabian Nights) and Prince Ali’s grand parade. There may be specific roles within this that we will cast when we rehearse these scenes. 
Technical Team: you will be called for specific sessions, which may not run alongside rehearsals, where you will learn about stage lighting, sound and special effects. You will help set up technical kit, design and experiment with lighting, sound and special effects, and be required for every rehearsal during May half-term, as well as performances. 
Creative Team: Digital and Staging
Digital: this team will work alongside rehearsals to create digital content, including socials, posters, the programme, advertising and marketing, signage etc.
Staging: this team will work alongside rehearsals to create sets, props, decorations and some costume elements.
If you would like to be a part of either of these teams, please ensure that your name is down on the relevant sheet (see Emma, Liv’s mum)
FAO Parents/Guardians:
Casting: we ask that once casting is announced, you do not contact us regarding your child’s role until after the weekend. We feel that time to process is essential.
If after this time you would like to discuss your child’s role, please contact Rhian to arrange a meeting. We politely remind you that a discussion of the casting does not constitute an agreement to reverse/change any decisions. Thank you for your support, cooperation and understanding. 
Commitment: if your child accepts the role offered, they are making a commitment to attend all rehearsals that include their character. They are responsible for identifying whether or not they are required for particular scenes, and for annotating their script with blocking (entrances and exits), BEFORE EVERY REHEARSAL (see below).
Preparation: to do this, they will need to log into Production Pro (email invitations will be sent out to every parent/guardian). This digital platform has a list of scenes per character, the rehearsal tracks and backing tracks, and all the blocking information. 
Despite having purchased a license for Production Pro, we are unable copy and paste or download from this software, which is provided in association with Music Theatre International. The list of characters per scene is also available as a document on our website (see below).
Rehearsal/Performance Tracks: if you would like to download the rehearsal tracks (with vocals) and/or the performance tracks (without vocals), please visit www.seraeron.co.uk/Aladdin where you can download them as MP3s. The cast list and rehearsal calendar are also available here.
Rehearsal Dates/Show Dates: please visit our website where you can see/download the dates for the year, including show dates. A more detailed rehearsal for Tech Week (May half-term) will be posted nearer the time. These arrangements may change so please ensure you are on the WhatsApp group (see below).
WhatsApp: this is our primary means of communication and how we share info regarding rehearsals, announcements etc. Please remember that this is a very large group so please try to ensure that every message is necessary and appropriate to the members of the group. Please consider sending a private message if appropriate. 
Please contact us ASAP if your child is in Sêr Aeron Stars but you are not on the group. Thank you for your understanding and cooperation. 

Uniform: please visit our website and download the form for Hawk Clothing. Your child does not have to wear uniform, although it does foster unity, a strong sense of identity and equality among our members.
